Building the USB-Disk

Components that are required :

Files for the disk : www.netbootdisk.com/download.htm
HP Windows Format Utility for USB Drive Key or DiskOnKey: http://h18007.www1.hp.com/support/files/hpcpqdt/us/download/20306.html
1 floppy disk

1 USB disk 

Once you have downloaded the files, follow the instructions on this page: 

Step 1: Format a floppy disk as a Startup/Bootable disk.
A computer running Windows XP computer is required for this. Windows 95/98 can not be used for this. The reason for this is that Windows XP places much smaller sized startup files on the disk when compared to previous versions. A Win95/98/ME formatted disk will simily not have the free space to fit everything.

In Windows XP's Explorer, format a Floppy Disk with the "Create an MS-DOS startup disk" option ticked. 
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Step 2: Install the HP Utility
Install the Utility to the directory that you specify.
Step 3: Make the USB disk bootable
Plug in the USB disk. Start the HP utility.
Run the program in the way it is shown in the picture, make sure that you have put the floppy disk in the drive.
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When the utility is done, you must copy all files from the floppy disk to the USB disk. 
Step 4: Unzip the downloaded ZIP File
Extract the ZIP archive you downloaded to a temporary folder, preferable where nothing else is. A batch file should appear, along with a subdirectory called FILES. (Make sure the Winzip's Extract with 'Use Folder Names' option is selected.)
Step 5: Edit the MakeDisk.bat
You want to make  a netbootdisk from the USB disk so change the set drv value. Change the A: to the drive that the USB disk has. Save the changes!!!
Step 6: Run MakeDisk.bat
Run MakeDisk.Bat and follow the on screen instructions. 

Once this is complete, the USB disk is ready for use.
